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Aims and Objectives 

*Provide an assessment and recording process which is manageable, formative and concise. 

*Be an integral part of teaching and learning. 

*Concentrate on positive achievements and take a constructive approach to weaknesses. 

*Facilitate transfer of information, and ensure planned continuity and learning development between classes within the school and between schools. 

*Provide evidence of annual reporting to parents. 

*Help to establish an effective partnership between home and school, to ensure a clearer understanding of the child's needs and progress. 

*Help to evaluate our curriculum provision and teaching practices and plan appropriate learning strategies. 

The Nature of Assessment 

Assessment should affect learning and be an integral part of it, involving processes which have an importance way beyond the measured outcomes. No statement about the learning entitlement of children, can be completed without due consideration of the assessment principles, which can support and underlie it. 

Assessment is part of the teaching-learning process, it is not an extra activity. We cannot record and report unless we first assess. 

The Principles and Purpose of Assessment 

Assessment should - 

*
Inform planning in order to facilitate next objectives. 

*
Enable quality decisions to be made about a child's   
achievements. 

*
Ensure that achievements of every child are equally valued. 

*Enhance opportunities for learning.  

*Diagnose particular difficulties/misconceptions in order to match activities to individual needs. 

*Secure progress in learning. 

*Help each child to develop his/her potential. 

*Appraise the effectiveness of teaching. 
*Report progress and achievements to the children, parents and others 

*Comply with statutory obligations and County Policy. 

*Contribute to the professional development of the staff through the use of assessment processes. 

Type of Assessment 

* Formative Assessment 

This is the ongoing assessment which takes place through daily interaction with the child - talking, listening, observing, questioning and through written and practical activities. It is concerned with identifying the future needs of the child.  

* Summative Assessment 

This is the accumulated evidence of what each child knows, understands and can do at a particular time in the school year, e.g. at the end of the school year in preparing to report to the parents.  

* Diagnostic Assessment 

This is the detailed analysis of specific aspects of performance in order to determine the precise nature of particular strengths and weaknesses e.g. reading test designed to analyse reading difficulties. 

* Evaluative Assessment 

This is the use of assessment information to evaluate the effectiveness and appropriateness of teaching and learning. 

* Self-Assessment 

This involves the pupils in making decisions about their own work and values comments and judgements on personal achievements. 

Assessment is a continuous process, therefore as a school we must assess continuously. Its justification is, that effective teaching at all stages depends on knowing what individual children have actually learned, and what they have not. 
Methods of Assessment Within the Classroom 

•Observation/Listening 

•Questioning/Discussion 

•Practical/Audio Visual Recordings 

•Digital Cloud Based Portfolio 

•Photographs/ Recordings 

•Pupil Self-Assessment 

Children can be involved in formative assessment by – 

-being aware of what the learning objective is 
- being aware of/creating success criteria and self/peer assessing against these criteria
-being aware of what they must provide as evidence 

-being aware of what they can do and recording achievements

-knowing what they need to do next. 

Assessment is built into everyday classroom activities and children are reminded during the activity what is being looked for. This can be done with individuals and with groups of children. 

Talking and questioning children when marking their work helps to reveal levels of understanding. During these discussions, children can be encouraged to make judgements about what they have done using the given success criteria. 

Older children should be able to select a piece of work that shows achievement and explain their learning process. It is important that Children understand why a particular piece of work is described as ‘good’ by their teacher. Although it is vitally important that a positive approach be adopted, children must also be aware of areas of weakness in order to plan strategies for improvement.
Standardised Tests 

During the summer term the children undertake online National Tests- Standardised Assessment Tasks in Literacy, Numerical Reasoning and Numerical Procedures which are intended to reaffirm the assessment made by teacher assessment and provide diagnostics to inform teaching and learning. 

Other Assessments/ performance indicators:

National Numeracy and Reading Tests

Standard Testing in the three core subjects must be administered in accordance with statutory instructions. 

In addition Teacher assessment will be carried out in the following manner:  

•Performance indicators and standardised tests recorded and collated on a shared spreadsheet for teachers to refer  

•ALN pupil progress recorded on ALN tracking spreadsheet   

•Pupil Progress meetings - each class teacher with HT prior to parents’ evenings

•ALN confidential file containing personal details, medical notes, standardised results, ALN reports (where applicable). 

•Examples of children's work are kept in the individual child's SeeSaw individual profile 

•ALN (I.D.P's) - held by Class Teacher and monitored by ALNCO. 

REPORTING

Verbally 

All parents are aware of our 'open door' policy towards discussing their child's progress and attainment. Parents can, after giving notice and making an appointment, discuss any problems that may arise during the course of the Academic Year. 

On two occasions during the Academic Year, Autumn and Spring Terms, we meet with parents on an appointments system and discuss their child's/children's progress. Standardised reading and spelling scores, as well as reading and spelling ages, are shared with parents of pupils in year 2-6.
